
Installing snubbers:
Connect the snubber across the farthest end of the DCC bus run (from the booster) to 
the two screw terminals of the snubber.  Do this for every booster/track bus you have.   
If the DCC bus has multiple branches in a “Y” configuration put a snubber at the end of 
each branch. 

If you have high power boosters (8-10 Amps) or very long bus runs greater than 60 feet
it is advisable to use two snubbers at the end of each bus. 

If you have current based block detectors:
Place the snubbers between the booster and the detector as close to the detector as 
feasible.  See the diagram below:

Technical Stuff:
The Snubber is an RC filter consisting of a 0.1uF 50Volt capacitor in series with a 94 Ohm 
1.25 Watt resistor (five 470 Ohm ¼ W resistors in parallel). For those technical types that 
wish to fine tune the filter the Extra C and Extra R holes provide a place to connect 
additional capacitors or resistors in parallel with the existing ones already on the filter.
